Resident Spotlight - Lily  
Lily, a war bride from England, arrived at Beach House 
with seven children following an eviction 52 years ago.  
With no family in the area, and a husband she 
describes as ñnot much of a providerò, she desperately 
needed somewhere safe to stay with her six daughters 
and two sons.  Through referrals and assistance 
received during her stay, Lily acquired a ñflatò in the 
Ravine Park Village of East Toledo and began working 
for $0.75/hour at her first job.  Utilizing her advanced 
sewing skills, she found an increased wage of $0.98/
hour employed as a seamstress where she remained 
for the next twenty years.  After walking and bus riding 
through the upbringing of her children, Lily decided at 
age 52 to learn to drive and now says, ñWorld War III 
will break outò if her license is ever taken away.  Her 
now-grown children have no traumatic memories of 
their shelter experience as some may expect; to the 
contrary, their memories of Beach House are those of 
happily playing in the backyard.  In the years since 
their stay at Beach House, Lilyôs family has grown to 
include an eighth child, eighteen grandchildren, twenty-
nine great-grandchildren and two great-great-
grandchildren; in Lilyôs words, 
ñwhen we get us all together 
now, we need Waite Stadium.ò  
Now retired, Lily enjoys 
spending her time as a 
member of the Daughters of 
the British Empire, attending 
St. Joanôs Lutheran Church 
and quilting for charities -  
including Beach House Family 
Shelter.
